Leadership Spencer begins on March 1, 2010 and concludes on May 10, 2010. Session are
conducted at various locations in Spencer with one session every week. Participants listen to pres-
entations, debate issues, participate in activities, visit with area leaders and organizations, tour the
community and get to know individuals representing a broad cross-section of the community.

Leadership Spencer is limited to 24 participants who have an interest in leadership roles and
community service and who reside in the Spencer area.
